and | ordered it from DecoArt, You need Deep Sapphire for base-coating and black for under coating
the butterflies. These are fantasy butterflies so you can paint them any color you want. you can also
use the paint you already have. Use some metallic. The Deep Sapphire is very dark so you may need

to add some black to the blue you have.
